Carol Carter received her MFA from Wash-
ington University, St. Louis. She received a
MAA-NEA Fellowship in Painting and Works
on Paper in 1994. She was voted Best St.
Louis Artist by The Riverfront Times in 2000.
In 2002 her work was chosen for the cover
of New American Painting magazine and in
2003, the US Embassy sponsored a solo
exhibition of her work at the Teatro del Cen-
tro de Arte, in Guayaquil, Ecuador.

Ms. Carter was visiting artist in Oslo and
Stavanger, Norway, in 1999, 2001, and
2003. The Schmidt Art Center in Belleville,
IL held a solo exhibition of her \1Nork in 2006.

She was invited to be in the National Water-
color Biennial at Parkland College in Febru-
ary. She is a featured artist in the Her Story
Invitational at SWIC in Granite City, IL. A
retrospective of her work will be held at the
Turner Center for the Arts in Valdosta, GA
opening this March. Different Strokes, by
Quartro Publishing, in London, England is
featuring her work.

Ms. Carter's work is represented in many
public and private art collections, including
those of Citicorp, Blue Cross/Blue Shield,
Arjomani Paper, Leonard Slatkin, Price Uni-
versity, and Utah State University.

Workshop Policy

1) The full amount for each workshop is
required when you sign up. Your space will
not be guaranteed without payment by
check or cash.

2) The workshop fee includes a 25% non-
refundable cancellation fee (except as
noted in #4 below) if a cancellation is made
less than 7 days prior to the workshop,
unless the spot is filled. Any refund given
will be minus the 25% cancellation fee.

3) No refund will be made for a NO SHOW
or a cancellation with less than 2 days of
prior notice, unless the spot is filled.

4) For workshops that are 3 days or longer,
we require a deposit of 50% with sign up.
These workshops are with artists from out-
of-town and special financial arrangements
have to be made for their visits. The full
amount is due 60 days prior to the work-
shop. A cancellation fee of 50% (instead)
of 25%) applies.

5) A workshop may be cancelled at the
discretion of the Workshop Chair and the =
President if any of the following occur:
There are less than 10 participants, the
workshop is not at a financial break-even
point, or the demonstrator or location can-
cels. In this case, full refunds will be given.

6) Payment by check for individual work-
shops must have a current date and should
not be post-dated. Checks for multiple .
workshops and cash will be promptly de-
posited.
